6. Read carefully the passage Cullen quotes from Lincoln’s 2nd Inaugural Address.  What does Cullen mean when he says “One senses the death of Lincoln’s Dream of Upward Mobility here, even as an older American Dream was reborn”?  What has changed for Lincoln?  (page 100)

Be sure to thoroughly read the entire chapter, and really think to yourself how the events listed below fit in the larger picture of U.S. history. 

Example: Jamestown

Who: King James I created the Virginia Company to found colonies in the Americas

What: The first Southern Colony created to find precious metals. Many died after the long ocean voyage, and during the first winter in America. Most people were not prepared to find food or build houses. John Smith emerged as the leader, but when he left for England no one replaced him.

When: 1607 

Where: Jamestown, Virginia

Significance: This was the first Southern colony, and is an example of the focus on wealth and the idea of “get rich quick” of many British moving to the Southern colonies. The harsh voyage, and the tough life, illustrates the difference between expectations and reality of the British colonists.
